Tests:  Four in-class tests will be given.  It is your responsibility to make sure that you have no schedule conflicts and can take the tests at the times designated. Tests may NOT be made up.  In the case of an excused absence, the student will receive a grade of 0, but at the end of the semester, I will replace the 0 with the final exam percentage.  An unexcused absence will result in a 0 for that test.  (If a student knows ahead of time that a test will be missed, testing early may be an option.)

Final Exam:    The Final Examination is comprehensive and is worth 150 points. No student will be excused from taking the Final Examination, and only under unusual circumstances will a student be allowed to take the Final Examination at any time other than the regularly scheduled time. Failure to take the Final Examination will result in the grade of "F” for the course.
