
SYLLABUS
Math 1111, College Algebra
Summer Semester 2007
PREREQUISITE: Math 099 or high school Algebra II and a suitable score on a mathematics placement test. 

COURSE DESCRIPTION: This course is a functional approach to algebra that incorporates the use of appropriate technology. Emphasis will be placed on the study of functions and their graphs, inequalities, and linear, quadratic, rational, polynomial, exponential, and logarithmic functions. Appropriate applications will be included. (For students in Math -intensive majors, Math 1111 does not apply in the Core Curriculum; see Core Curriculum requirements in the CSU catalog. Students who take this course in preparation for Math 1113 should also take Math 1112 concurrently with Math 1111). This is a 3 semester-hour course.

COURSE CONTENT AND OBJECTIVES:

· Graphs, Functions, and Models (Sections 1.2 to 1.7)
· Functions, Equations, and Inequalities (Sections 2.1 to 2.5)
· Polynomial and Rational Functions (Sections 3.1 to 3.5)
· Exponential and Logarithmic Functions (Sections 4.1 to 4.5)
· Systems of Equations and Matrices (Sections 5.1 to 5.4)
OUTCOMES: 
· Communication: Students will gain a knowledge base of basic mathematics in analytical, graphical and numerical form.  Students will communicate their ideas orally in class discussions, and in written form on quizzes and examinations.

· Critical Thinking: Students will apply their knowledge to solve applied problems presented in class, on quizzes, and on examinations.  Students will determine the mathematical question and appropriate concepts with which to draw a conclusion, and then provide evidence of a logical answer.
MATERIALS: 

· COMPUTER: A computer is required and each student needs access to a notebook computer.  Students will use their notebook computers during class sessions and tests.  Clayton State University requires that students have ready access throughout the semester to a notebook computer that meets faculty-approved hardware and software requirements for the student's academic program. See http://itpchoice.clayton.edu for full details of this policy.  

· Math Software: The software that the mathematics faculty will be using is MathCAD by MathSoft, Inc.  This software is separate from the textbook package, and is only available through the College bookstore at a reduced cost to students because of the CSU site licensing agreement.  The software is for purchase-only, and is not returnable.  The software envelope contains an activation code, do not lose this code.
· TEXT: College Algebra, 2nd  Edition, Judith A. Beecher, Judith A. Penna, and Marvin L. Bittinger 
· MyMathLab:  Your textbook is bundled with an activation ID card and password for access to this site, which is created to help you succeed in your mathematics course.  This bundle is only available through the CSU Bookstore.  Please do not lose this code.

You should bring your computer and your textbook to each class meeting.

· Any paid student who has failed to attend a class by the final payment deadline for the term will be identified as a “no show.”  The “no show” student will be administratively withdrawn from the class, a grade of W will be posted, and the student will NOT be reinstated.  Any appeals on the decision are made to the Dean.

· A student who has withdrawn or earned less than a satisfactory grade (F, U, D, WF, W) a total of three times in a course at CSU will not be allowed to take the course again.  Any appeals on the decision are made to the Dean.

· The mid-term grade in this course, which will be issued by June 27th , reflects approximately 30% of the entire course grade.  Based on this grade, students may choose to withdraw from the course and receive a grade of "W."  Students pursuing this option must fill out an official withdrawal form, available in the Office of the Registrar, by mid-term, which occurs on June 27th.

· For students in Math 1111 a grade of C or better is a prerequisite for subsequent math courses at CSU.

· Students must abide by policies in the Clayton State University Student Handbook, and the Basic Undergraduate Student Responsibilities.  Students who violate the conduct code regulations will face disciplinary action and/or University sanctions. 
· Students are expected to attend and participate in every class meeting. The university reserves the right to determine that excessive absences, whether justified or not, are sufficient cause for institutional withdrawals or failing grades.
EVALUATION:  
· Your grade in this course will be determined by the points that you earn on the best ten out of twelve MyMathLab quizzes worth 10 points each for a total of 100 points.  (Two of the lowest MyMathLab quizzes will be dropped.) 
· In addition, the instructor will have MyMathLab homework or other additional outside assignments worth up to 100 points.  
· Three major tests worth 100 points each approximately 3 weeks apart covering material as designated on the assignment sheet or MyMathLab Calendar, whichever your instructor provides.  
·  The Departmental Final Examination is comprehensive.  The Final Examination worth 150 points. No student will be excused from taking the Final Examination, and only under unusual circumstances will a student be allowed to take the Final Examination at any time other than the regularly scheduled time.  Failure to take the Final Examination will result in the grade of “F” for the course.
