
SYLLABUS
Math 1113, Precalculus
Fall Semester 2008
PREREQUISITE: A grade of C or better in MATH 1111 and grade of C or better in MATH 1112 or equivalent mathematics placement scores (CPTC 63). 

COURSE DESCRIPTION: This course is designed to prepare students for calculus, physics, and related technical subjects. Topics include an intensive study of algebraic and transcendental functions accompanied by analytic geometry. (Knowledge of algebra and basic trigonometry is assumed.).  (3 semester credit hours)
OUTCOMES: 
· Communication: Students will gain a knowledge base of basic mathematics in analytical, graphical and numerical form.  Students will communicate their ideas orally in class discussions, and in written form on quizzes and examinations.

· Critical Thinking: Students will apply their knowledge to solve applied problems presented in class, on quizzes, and on examinations.  Students will determine the mathematical question and appropriate concepts with which to draw a conclusion, and then provide evidence of a logical answer.
COURSE GOALS:   The ultimate goal in this course is to enable you to utilize mathematical skills, concepts, and ideas to interpret information and solve problems encountered in the varied personal and professional activities of an educated person.  Specifically, the course is directed toward:

· Enhancing your critical thinking and communication skills within a mathematical context utilizing tasks that require that you (a) interpret relationships using variables and (b) solve problems using a variety of mathematical constructs from algebra, geometry, and trigonometry.

· Providing the appropriate knowledge base for those students who plan to study calculus.

MATERIALS: 
· COMPUTER: A computer is required in Math 1113.  Each student in Math 1113 needs access to a notebook computer.  Students will use their notebook computers during class sessions and tests.  Clayton State University requires that students have ready access throughout the semester to a notebook computer that meets faculty-approved hardware and software requirements for the student's academic program. · MyMathLab (www.CourseCompass.com):  Your textbook is bundled with an activation ID and password for access to this site, which is created to help you succeed in your mathematics course.  Please do not lose this code.  If you purchase a used textbook, you may purchase the ID and Password from the website: www.mymathlab.com. You will need the MyMathLab activation code and the course ID provided by your instruction.
You should bring your computer and your textbook to each class meeting.

Your grade in this course will be determined by several components:

· In-class and/or online (MyMathLab/CourseCompass) quizzes (approximately 8) worth a total of 100 points.  
· Online (MyMathLab/CourseCompass) homework or other additional outside assignments worth 100 points. 
· Three major tests worth 100 points each.  Tentative test dates:

Test 2:  October 29 (5.5 – 5.6, 6.1- 6.5, 7.3 and 7.4)
Test 3: December 1   (8.1 – 8.4, 9.1 – 9.4, 9.7)
· The Final Examination worth 150 points. The Departmental Final Examination is comprehensive.  No student will be excused from taking the Final Examination, and only under unusual circumstances will a student be allowed to take the Final Examination at any time other than the regularly scheduled time.  
Failure to take the Final Examination will result in the grade of “F” for the course.
