COURSE DESCRIPTION:  This course is a non-rigorous study of differential and integral Calculus of functions of one variable with decision applications for business and social science.  MATH 1241 is NOT open to students with credit for MATH 1501.

PREREQUISITE:   A grade of C or better in MATH 1101 or MATH 1111 or equivalent mathematics placement scores.

WEB MATERIALS: A complete syllabus and other course materials are located at the web site: http://cims.clayton.edu/junderwood/math1241.htm .  You are responsible for reading and understanding all information given in the syllabus for this course.  You should familiarize yourself with the additional course content at this site.

Textbook:  CALCULUS CONCEPTS, An Informal Approach to the  Mathematics of Change (Brief Third  Edition) by LaTorre, Kenelly, Fetta, Harris, and Carpenter, 2005.

Computer Requirement:  Every CSU student is required to have ready access throughout the semester to a notebook computer that meets faculty-approved hardware and software requirements for the student's academic program. See http://itpchoice.clayton.edu for full details of this policy.  The computer will be needed for taking the on-campus examinations. Students should have the standard CSU software installed on their computers as soon as possible. Please go to http://thehub.clayton.edu/ for information about setting up an appointment for having this software installed on your notebook computer. Students should use their assigned CSU email account to check for important information pertaining to this course.
Math Software: The software that will be used in Math 1241 is MathCAD 13 by MathSoft, Inc.  This software package is available only through the College bookstore at a reduced cost to students because of the CSU site licensing agreement.  The software is available for purchase-only from the College bookstore and is not returnable.  This software is required for all students in Math 1241.

COURSE OUTCOMES: 

Communication: Students will gain a knowledge base of calculus concepts in analytical, graphical and numerical form.  Students will communicate their ideas orally in class discussions, and in written form on quizzes and examinations.

Critical Thinking: Students will apply their knowledge to solve applied problems presented in class, on quizzes, and on examinations.  Students will determine the mathematical question and appropriate calculus concepts with which to draw a conclusion, and then provide evidence of a logical answer.

Students who miss tests or quizzes for reasons that are absolutely beyond their control need to contact their instructor as soon as possible, make-ups may be allowed if taken prior to the exam being returned to the entire class.   Homework cannot be submitted late without prior arrangement.

The Final Exam will be comprehensive.  No student will be excused from taking exams, and only under unusual circumstances will a student be allowed to take the exams at any time other than the regularly scheduled time.  Failure to take the final exam will result in the grade of “F” for the course.
