
SYLLABUS
MATH 1241 – SURVEY OF CALCULUS
Fall Semester, 2004
PREREQUISITE:  Math 1101, Math 1111 or suitable placement score.

COURSE DESCRIPTION:  This course is a non-rigorous study of differential and integral Calculus of functions of one variable with decision applications for business and social science.  MATH 1241 is NOT open to students with credit for MATH 1501. (3 semester credit hours)

OUTCOMES: 

· Communication: Students will gain a knowledge base of calculus concepts in analytical, graphical and numerical form.  Students will communicate their ideas orally in class discussions, and in written form on quizzes and examinations.
· Critical Thinking Students will apply their knowledge to solve applied problems presented in class, on quizzes, and on examinations.  Students will determine the mathematical question and appropriate calculus concepts with which to draw a conclusion, and then provide evidence of a logical answer.
MATERIALS: 
· Computer: A computer is required in Math 1241.  Each student in Math 1241 needs access to a notebook computer.  Students will use their notebook computers during class sessions and tests.  Clayton College & State University requires that students have ready access throughout the semester to a notebook computer that meets faculty-approved hardware and software requirements for the student's academic program. See http://itpchoice.clayton.edu for full details of this policy.  

· Math Software: The software that the mathematics faculty will be using in Math 1241 is MathCAD 11 by MathSoft, Inc.  This software package is available only through the College bookstore at a reduced cost to students because of the CCSU site licensing agreement.  The software is available for purchase-only from the College bookstore and is not returnable.  

· Textbook: CALCULUS CONCEPTS, An Informal Approach to the Mathematics of Change (Brief Third Edition) by LaTorre, Kenelly, Fetta, Harris, and Carpenter, 2005.
You should bring your computer and your textbook to each class meeting.

EVALUATION:  Your grade in this course will be determined by the points that you earn on quizzes, homework specifically designated for grading, major tests, and the Final Examination. Tests will cover material designated on the course assignment sheets.

No student will be excused from taking the Final Examination, and only under unusual circumstances will a student be allowed to take the Final Examination at any time other than the regularly scheduled time.  Failure to take the Final Examination will result in the grade of “F” for the course.
